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Cheaper Ebeye 

diesel deals

Mobil’s pull out from Ebeye may be a blessing in disguise despite the trauma of last week’s three-day power outage when the island ran out of diesel.

The switch to MEC providing fuel from its Majuro tank farm — which it buys from SK Networks of S. Korea — is reportedly greatly reducing the cost to KAJUR, Ebeye’s power company. In the past, KAJUR has had experienced difficulty in paying for diesel from Mobil as well as its normal operations costs.

MEC general manager Billy Roberts said that by switching from Mobil to MEC providing diesel fuel, the Ebeye plant is saving nearly $1 per gallon compared to what Mobil has been charging.

Both Roberts and PII’s Jerry Kramer, whose company is the Matson agent, said that alternative suppliers for gas and kerosene for the Ebeye market are now being explored, with the possibility of direct purchase and delivery from a non-Mobil source.
